Abstract: Without doubt, the COVID-19 pandemic has had enormous ramifications for energy transition. A global chal-
lenge remains, as most economies continue to give prodigious significance to how to recover, potentially at the ex-
pense of their energy transition plans. Against this backdrop, there is a clarion call for green recovery plans to be es-
tablished. This means that global economies must, on one hand, develop greener, sustainable recovery plans while
ensuring that, on the other hand, their activities do not compromise or have a negative corollary on the environment.
This policy paper adds to the body of academic knowledge, as comprehensive research into the effects of the COVID-19
pandemic on energy transition at the global level is limited. Hence, our paper provides and articulates a deep exposi-
tion of the conflicts created between energy transition and the COVID-19 pandemic globally. We suggest that global
economies should develop a greener blueprint and adapt policies that enhance the tangible manifestation of low-carbon
energy transition in the aftermath of the COVID-19 pandemic. Energy data is sourced from the International Energy
Agency (IEA), then systematically and comprehensively reviewed to ascertain the progress of energy transition before
the advent of the pandemic. The review of the literature shows that the COVID-19 pandemic had deleterious repercus-
sions for energy transition in relation to State support, diversification from fossil fuels, and the production of renewable
energy, all of which have led to energy poverty. Thus, the outcome of our study sheds light on some possible opportu-
nities for energy transition despite the devastating consequences of the COVID-19 pandemic on price competitiveness,
efficient policy implementation, and renewable energy capacities. We give a detailed prognosis of the effects of the
current global economic recovery stimulus on energy transition. We identify challenges and opportunities and suggest a
post-pandemic energy transition blueprint which encompasses a wide-ranging green financing instrument, and solidifi-
cation of global cooperation to improve and accelerate the green recovery plans established. We strongly postulate the
need for a global low-carbon energy transition agenda and the implementation of fit-for-purpose green recovery
schemes in the aftermath of the COVID-19 pandemic.
